In the framework of a Marie-Curie project (EU project for Early Stage Training), we are seeking a highly motivated candidate to research plant potassium (K) transporters, which are also involved in caesium (Cs) uptake. Understanding how plants take up and accumulate Cs is of ultimate importance for defining future phytoremediation strategies.
